Multi media artist Nayan Kulkarni who has recently created 'Hryre' a temporary light work at St John's church will be leading a workshop ‘Writing with Light’ with students at Newton Primary school on Tuesday November 15. 

The workshop will give young people in Year 6 an opportunity to make their own version of the artwork Nayan creates, but tailored to their ideas. The students will be asked to create words and phrases that tell us or make us think about light.

Nayan will work with the students to develop these ideas into projections, similar to those on the St John's ruins. The finished projections will then be shared with the wider school community, parents and neighbours later in the evening by projecting them onto the school building. 

Said Newton Primary School teacher Morag Scargill: "Nayan's work at St John’s is wonderful and we are thrilled that he is is going to work with children from Newton Primary. It’s great for them to meet a professional artist and try out similar techniques, while learning more about local history".
Newton Councillor Tom Parry added “I’m sure the children will enjoy the workshop to create their own artwork in light. Having Nayan working with Newton Primary will be an exciting experience for them”  
 ‘Hryre’ (the word for ‘ruin’ in Old English) is a new artwork designed to explore the medieval heritage of Chester and of St John’s Church in particular. 
The St John’s installation is part of the St John’s area regeneration project.  'Hyre' has been commissioned and funded by Cheshire West and Chester Council, Chester Renaissance and The Arts & Humanities Research Council.
